For ASU’s Fall 2020 semester, our campuses will look a little different as we keep safety in mind. 
One measure ASU has taken in all buildings, including the bookstores, will be to reduce capacity 
in order to allow for social distancing. This might lead to holding customers outside the store 
whenever the newly reduced capacity is reached, delaying some in store transactions. We want 
to ensure students have needed course materials when classes start to make sure they are in 
the best position to succeed in their classes. 

We are strongly encouraging students order their 
textbooks in late July or early August and have them 
shipped home before they get to campus to avoid 
any in person capacity issues at our stores. We are 
working with ASU instructors to ensure we have all 
course materials for all ASU classes available to order. 
Where available we offer digital and physical formats 
on our website and shopping early also provides the 
best opportunity to save with used and rental options. 

If you find out you don’t need a 
particular item don’t worry, keep it 
in its original condition and ship or 
bring it to the bookstore by Friday, 
August 31, 2020 for a full refund. 
This is after ASU’s add/drop period 
to allow for any schedule changes.
